.  I purchased a house in East Hampton. I was represented by a local attorney.  I later discovered that my neighbor’s fence is
three feet on my property line. I asked the neighbor to remove the fence and he refuses. I called my attorney who represented
me and he put a claim in to the Title Insurance Company. The Title Insurance Company responded that because the attorney
never ordered a new survey, the Title Company could not insure against trespass on the property.

Your attorney made a crucial error in not obtaining a new survey on the property. A survey is an on-site measurement of
metes and bounds of your property lines. If you relied on an old survey or did a visual inspection, any errors would not be
covered by your title insurance. It is paramount that anyone who purchases property obtain a new survey to prevent this sit-
uation from happening. Had you obtained a new survey, you would have learned about this problem prior to purchasing the
property. Now you risk losing three feet of your property and to which you are responsible for its costs.

As many of you al-
ready know, the incom-
parable Olympia
Dukakis passed away
on Saturday, May 1st. It
has taken me some time
to come to terms with
this, even though I can
hear Olympia telling
me, “All you can do is
go forward.” Olympia
was more than an acting
mentor to me. I cher-
ished her life advice and
encouragement and
love. She embodied so
much of who I want to
be in life and taught me
how to be comfortable
in my own skin, no matter what anyone else
thought about it. She taught me how to ac-
cept all parts of myself, especially the unflat-
tering parts, and not to try and overcome
them but to embrace them. This was where I
was to find information and clarity to give
me insight into life, through my own human-
ity.

Also, Greek custom dictates that on
this day we hang floral wreaths on front
doors inviting spring and rebirth into our
homes.
